The 
first page should contain the title, keywords, and the description of the work. The second page 
may ONLY be used for additional materials such as references, tables and figures.

 KogWis2022 has a BLINDED REVIEW PROCEDURE: Please make sure that the 
paper submitted for review does not include author information, or your submission will 
be rejected. However, leave enough space to include all author and affiliation 
information in the final version of your accepted submission.

The submission deadline is May 9th 2022. Notifications of acceptance will be sent at the 
end of June.
